MOTION TO INTERVENE
Comes Now the National Energy Marketers Association (NEM), by and through its counsel, and files this Motion to Intervene in the above-referenced proceeding.  In support of its motion, NEM states as follows:

1.
NEM is a national, non-profit trade association representing wholesale and retail marketers of natural gas, electricity, as well as energy, financial and high-speed communications-related products, services, information and technologies throughout the United States, Canada and the U.K.  NEM's membership includes independent power producers, suppliers of distributed generation, energy brokers, power traders, and electronic trading exchanges, advanced metering, demand side management and load management firms, billing, back office, customer service and related information technology providers.  NEM members also include software developers and companies that are developing technology to deliver information and content over power lines at “hyper-speeds.”

This regionally diverse, broad-based coalition of energy, financial service and technology firms has come together under NEM’s auspices to help federal and state lawmakers and regulators implement a consumer-focused, value-driven transition to an orderly, reliable and competitive retail marketplace for energy-related products, services, information and technologies.

The implementation of Washington Gas Light's proposed credit requirements for natural gas marketers could impair the ability of NEM members to participate and make competitive offerings in the Washington Gas Light service territory.

NEM, as a representative of a regionally diverse group of providers of energy and energy-related services, has an interest in the implementation of rates, tariffs, operating procedures, standards of conduct, rules, and policies that will ensure the development and maintenance of an efficient, reliable and price competitive natural gas market on Washington Gas Light Company's system and in Virginia generally.  NEM's membership, which includes gas marketers and providers of energy-related services and technologies, is serving and intends to serve customers in the Virginia gas market, including residential, commercial, and industrial customer segments in the Washington Gas Light service territory.  The ability of NEM's members to participate in a competitive retail gas market in Virginia will be affected by the outcome of this proceeding.

Intervention in this proceeding is appropriate because NEM, as a national trade organization representing a diverse cross-section of market participants, will be able to bring a wide range of experiences, as well as a broad perspective, to this proceeding.  NEM's participation in this proceeding will aid the Commission by enhancing the quality of the record developed.  NEM and its membership will be directly and specifically affected by the outcome of these proceedings, and its interests in these proceedings cannot be adequately represented or protected by any other party.
